Forest Health

Declining forest health resulting from insects,
disease, and invasive species Is a serious threat
to the sustainability of Kentucky's forests. For
example, the southern pine beetle outbreak of
1999-2002 had a dramatic impact on the pine
forests of Kentucky, including:

stand altering mortality to nearly 100% of the
pine type in Kentucky,

economic losses exceeding $120 million,

elimination of habitat for the endangered red-
cockaded woodpecker, and
